The RAAT Permit Number is: TBA
2.2 These regulations are issued subject to any provisions that may be made mandatory for the conduct of the event by the relevant authorities between the date of issue of these regulations and the conduct of the event.

The event shall be conducted on Thailand.
It shall be Asian Zone international event, approximately 3,150 kms. in length, for automobiles, conducted over a variety of terrain on public road and private roads and tracks.

6. AMENDMENTS TO THE REGULATIONS

6.1 The provisions of the present regulations may only be amended by numbered bulletin according to Article 3.3 of the FIA Standard Regulations Valid for Cross Country Rallies.

6.2 These Bulletins will be posted in the Secretariat in the headquarters and on the official notice boards, and will be directly communicated to the participants.

6.3 The official notice will be located at event headquarters, at the overnight stops at the administrative headquarters and at the finish headquarters.

6.4 Information issued during the event will be posted on the official notice board and it is the competitor’s responsibility to check the board for any information that may be issued.

7. APPLICATION AND INTERPRETATION OF THE REGULATION

7.1 The Clerk of the Course is charged with the application of the regulations, and their provisions during the running of the event.

7.2 Any protests concerning this application will be sent to the Stewards of the Meeting for deliberation and decision and any protest must be lodged in accordance with Article 171 et seq of the International Sporting code.

For this event the following time limits will apply for the lodgment of protests. Protest must be write to Clerk of the Course by paper and also pay Protest fee Baht 10,000.

· A protest on the competition in a leg or the action of another competitor in a leg must be lodged within one hour of the arrival of the protester at the bivouac at the end of the relevant leg.

· A protest on the results of a leg must be lodged before one hour after the official final result of the leg is posted on the official notice board. 

· The overall provisional results posted after completion of Leg 7 on Friday 12th August will become final one hour after posting. No elements of this interim final classification may be protested at a later date when final classifications and rally results are posted after Leg 7.

7.3 The Stewards of the event are empowered to make a decision on any case not covered or clarified by the present regulations.
7.4 In the case of a dispute over the interpretation of the present regulations only the English text will be binding.  Insofar as FIA technical regulations are concerned, the French version is the definitive text.

8. JUDGES OF FACT

8.1 Any person appointed as an observer by the organizers, shall be a Judge of Fact with respect to:

· Time of arrival, time of departure from, and the direction of entering or leaving a control by any vehicle

· Departure from the specified course

The Judge of Fact must report breaches to the Clerk of the Course in writing. 
A list of Judges of Fact will be presented to the Stewards of the Meeting at their firsts meeting before the rally starts.
9. ELIGIBLE

9.2.1  Competitors entering vehicles in Groups T1 are required to produce FIA homologation papers at the latest by the commencement of scrutineering.
9.2.2  Attention is drawn to Article 282 – 73 Appendix J of the Sporting Code which requires any vehicle with a 3 member crew to have 4-doors with translucent glass – unless the 3 man crew are seated in the same row.
9.3 All cars must be road worthy, mechanically sound and duly registered by the relevant authorities for use on public roads.  Engine and chassis number must be that shown on the vehicle’s registration documents.

9.4 Group T2 fitted to comply with Group T1 Safety equipment standard are eligible.

9.5 To be allowed to start, all vehicles must be equipped with safety devices (e.g. roll cages, Fire extinguishers, seatbelts, helmets, safety equipment as specified in Appendix 7, etc. and as specified by The FIA (Appendix J and Article 283, “Safety Equipment for Cross-Country vehicles”).  Any vehicle that does not comply with these regulations will not be allowed to start the rally.

9.6     Any vehicle found not to be in conformity of the safety regulations or standards scrutineering requirements, will be given a period of time, granted by the steward of the meeting, within which to render the vehicle in conformity and return the vehicle for re-scrutineering.  Any car not conforming will not be allowed to start.
    9.7       A winch (Electrical / Mechanical / Hydraulic) is highly recommended.

9.8    High Mount lamp is COMPULSORY.(during SS must be ON, also operating together with STOP light)
9.10      Additional system hone (2 hones/must be 2 way) is COMPULSORY.
10        EIGIBLE COMPETITORS/CREWS
10.1     Driver and co-driver must be holder of International Rally License for 2004 
issued by the ASN of any FIA Asia Zone country.
10.2      Passport size PHOTOGRAPHS (2.5x 3.0 cm approx.) of each member of
the crew, must be forwarded together with the entry form, as follows:-

10.3   Driver and co-driver must be holder of Passport.

10.4   Driver and co-driver must be holder of International Driving License.

11.
ENTRIES/FEES/REFUNDS

11.1   Deadline – date and time – for sending the entry forms. AS PER PROGRAMME. 
11.2   If these applications are sent by fax, the original must reach the organizers at
the latest one week after the CLOSE of entries.  

11.3   One post card size PHOTOGRAPH of rally car must be forwarded together
with the entry form.

11.4   For foreign entrants, the entry form must be stamped by the entrant’s
NATIONAL SPORTING AUTHORITY.

11.5   The maximum number of entrants is fixed at a maximum of 80 vehicles.

11.6   The organizers reserve the right to refuse the entry of an entrant or a driver
without having to give reasons for such refusal (Article 74 of the International Sporting Code).

11.8   The entry fee includes all documentation permits and insurance (see Article
12) during the event.  Overnight accommodation at hotels (as shown in
Program) is included as well as breakfast and dinners from start to finish of
the rally.  Souvenir and Road Books are all included in the entry fee.
Visa fee for Laos are NOT including.

11.9   Entry fees will be refunded in full:
11.9.1  to candidates whose entry has not been accepted.
11.9.2  in the case of the Cross-Country rally is not taking place.
11.10
The organizers may refund 50% of the entry fee to those competitors who, for reasons of “force majeure” (duly certified by their ASN), are unable to start in the rally.

12.      INSURANCE

12.1
Crews, mechanics and team managers must be covered by personal accident insurance.

12.2     All vehicles must carry third party insurance.
12.3     Vehicle third party insurance is the responsibility of the entrant.
12.4     The organizers will arrange for Third Party public liability insurance, to a   
   maximum value of Baht 1 million, to cover the event from the start of pre-event 

scrutineering to the finish of the event.
13.      SCRUTINEERING

13.1     Prior to the start of the event all vehicles shall be required to be delivered to the
       organizers on 5th  and 6th August, 2005 at the scrutineering venue are AUTOBACS Sathorn store.  Scrutineering times are to be advised.

13.2     Details of the actual time for presentation of vehicles will be advised in a  
 Bulletin.  Financial penalties will be applied for late arrival at scrutineering 

13.3     Vehicles must be presented in a ‘ready-to-start’ condition (i.e.) with all compulsory and optional equipment on the vehicles, including rally plates, competition numbers and organizer’s official advertising stickers. Plus helmets.

13.4      Any vehicle presented for scrutineering which is not deemed by the Clerk of the Course to be of a standard appearance or condition appropriate to compete in the event or which appears, on examination, to be ineligible for the event, or for the group for which it was entered may render the entrant liable to exclusion, or a later time allocated for scrutineering.
13.5     Vehicles entered in Categories T1 must be accompanied by the FIA 

Homologation papers.
14. DOCUMENTATION

Competitors and crew members must produce at pre-event documentation:

· competition license issued by an ASN

· drivers license (valid for countries to be visited)

· registration papers for the vehicle

· third party insurance cover

· Carnet for cross-border travel (if appropriate)

15. ASSISTANCE / SERVICE VEHICLES

15.1 Any external assistance or servicing of competing vehicles, whilst running on a SS(Selective Section) is forbidden, except in any officially designated service areas as shown in the road book / service road book 

15.2 Service in RS (Road Sections) is allowed providing it is carried out only by the officially registered service crew personnel or by the crew of the competing vehicle.

15.3 In the event of an emergency, a competitor may receive external assistance on a Selective Stage or on a Road Section from any other competitor who is still running in the event but only using tools, equipment and materials carried in the competing vehicles.

15.4 During a Selective Section, the crew of a competing vehicle may conduct service on that vehicle, but work of any sort on the vehicle may only be undertaken by the driver and/or co-driver(s) using tools, equipment or materials carried in the competing vehicle. No outside assistance is allowed with the exception of food, drink or first aid.

15.5 All service vehicles and their crew members must be registered with the organizers at documentation.  Any replacements made during the course of the rally MUST be notified to the organizers.

15.6 A competitor may not receive external assistance from a non-registered service crew or facility, unless it is with the knowledge of, and WRITTEN APPROVAL of the Clerk of the Course before the proposed external service takes place.
16. ADVERTISING and EXTERNAL MARKINGS

16.1 Competitors are allowed to affix any kind of advertising to their cars, provided that:
16.1.1 it is authorized by the FIA Regulations and common organizing conditions
16.1.2 it is not likely to give offence or infringe local laws, e.g. tobacco advertising

16.1.3 it does not encroach upon the sites reserved for competition numbers

16.1.4 it does not interfere with the crew’s vision.  In this respect, as per FIA sporting code, windscreen and windows shall bear no advertising.  With the exception of a maximum 25cm wide and 10cm high strip on the upper part of the windscreen.

16.2 Following scrutineering, should any vehicle be found not to be in conformity of the advertising regulations will be given a period of time, granted by the steward of the meeting, within which to render the vehicle in conformity and return the vehicle for re-scrutineering. Any car not conforming will not be allowed to start.

16.3 The organizers’ optional advertising will appear on approximately 6 individual panels each measuring around 50cm in length x 52cm in height.  Once fitted, this advertising shall not be removed under pain of a cash penalty set at twice the amount of the full entry fee at time of close of entries.

16.4 Cigarette/tobacco related sticker is not allowed in Thailand on any competing cars, service vehicles and the crews’ attire.
16.5 If a competitor refuses the compulsory advertising, the entry fee to be paid by that particular competitor shall be fixed at twice the amount of the entry fee.
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The following sketch shows the area reserved for the Rally Plates, Competition Numbers and compulsory organizers’ advertising.
Area A:  All area measuring 52x50cms on each of the two front door panels, reserved for Competition Numbers and compulsory organisers’ advertising.

Area B:  An area measuring 43x21cms at the front and rear of the vehicle, reserved for the Rally Plates.

Area C:  A strip, 25cms wide and 15cms high on the upper part of the windscreen.

Area D:  An area measuring 52x50cms for organizers’ optional advertising.
Area E:  Front both bumper and front fender area for organizers’ optional
advertising.
NB:  All compulsory advertising as affixed by the organizers must be in place when the car is presented at scrutineering.
16.7 Where the entrant is a legal entity, or in any case not part of: the crew, the first driver named on the entry form will be held responsible for all the actions, liabilities and obligations of the entrant, throughout the whole competition.

16.8 Identity Card.  This card will be issued at documentation and must be positioned in the cockpit of the vehicle and must be visible from outside. 

16.9 Competitor Identity – The names and blood groups of the 1st driver and his co-driver(s) plus the national flags of the license-issuing ASNs, of a height of 30-50mm, must appear on both sides of the front wings of the vehicle.

16.10 Rally Numbers – The organizers shall supply each crew with two rally plates and two competition numbers as stipulated in the regulations.

16.11 Rally Plates – Each car will be issued with 2 plates, to be fitted to the front and rear of the vehicle in a vertical plane.

16.12 Competition Numbers – Each car will be issued with 2 rally numbers, two to be fitted on each side of the vehicle.  

16.13 Service Plates – Each service vehicle will receive one set of numbers service plates which must be affixed to the vehicle at all times.

16.14 Plates (Retirement) – Should the crew withdraw from the rally they should at once remove or cover all rally identification marks from their vehicle and notify rally headquarters as soon as possible.

16.15 Failure to notify headquarters of retirement can result in an unnecessary search for the vehicle and its occupants and may incur expenses to do so.  Any competitor who does not notify rally headquarters or an appointed official of his retirement may be subject to a fine, the amount of which is at the stewards of the meeting’s discretion.
16.16 All Media vehicles and their crew members(including Cameraman or staff of advertising company) must be registered with the organizers at 
documentation.  Any replacements made during the course of the rally
MUST BE notified to the organizers.

If not registered to organizer, relations competitor will be disqualified.

17. THE COURSE, CHANGES AND ALTERATIONS

17.1 The course must be completed in accordance with the route instructions, except as may be directed, in writing, by the Clerk of the Course.  Failure to do so may result in exclusion.

17.2 The Clerk of the Course reserves the right, subject to the provisions of these regulations and the FIA to abandon, alter or postpone the event should, in the opinion of the Clerk of the Course, the course or any part of it become impassible.

17.3 The Panel of stewards may neutralize any section or sections, of the event, remit any penalties, re-group the field as to running order, re-time any part of the course, or terminate the event at any time, on the advice of the Clerk of the Course
18. ACCIDENTS

For legal purposes, any incident must be reported to the organizers, in writing, as soon as possible by the competitor concerned.  Failure to report such an incident may result in the competitor(s) being penalized 60 minutes per incident.

Failure to report an accident involving a member of the public will result in the competitor(s) involved being liable to exclusion.

Failure to report to the organizers (in writing) an accident which could lead to a personal accident claim within thirty days of the completion of the event could render the claim being rejected by the Underwriters.

19. RETIREMENTS

A retired crew shall not be permitted to service any other vehicle still competing in the event.  Road books will not be issued to retired competitors.  The organizers reserve the right to remove any or all stickers, numbers, and/or signs relating to the event from the retired vehicle at the sole discretion of the Clerk of the Course.
Competitors who have retired from the event may elect, at their own choice, to join an organized non-competitive “Follow-On Jungle Tour”
20. RUNNING OF THE RALLY – START

20.1 Competition numbers shall be awarded in accordance with the criteria used by the FIA for drivers classified “Cross-Country Rallies”.

22 SELECTIVE SECTIONS(SS)
22.1 In addition to the Standard FIA Regulations, the following applies:

22.1.2    A maximum time will be allowed for each SS (selective section).

22.1.3    Any crew exceeding the maximum time will be penalized with that
 maximum   time plus 1 hour and any relevant passage control penalties.
22.1.4 The maximum time of each selective section will be determined by the organizers and will depend on the length and difficulty of the course.
22.1.5 The Clerk of the Course reserves the right to propose to the stewards of the Meeting to adjust the maximum time. If during selective section, less than 15 crews arrive within the maximum time applied, the maximum time limit will be changed to the time necessary for 15 crews to arrive. Example If the maximum time limit is 8 hours and:

· 2 crews arrive on time.

· 13 crews arrive within 11 hours, so the time limit becomes 11 hours.

· 12 other crews arrive within 12 hours, the time limit remains 11 hours.

22.2 Reconnaissance of any Selective Section of the event by any crew member is strictly forbidden.  Any person deemed by the organizers to have carried out any form of reconnaissance or in possession of “pace notes” or “route notes” will be excluded.

22.3
Reconnaissance – Reconnaissance of the route is strictly forbidden by any third party acting on the competitor’s behalf.  Any breach of this rule will entail exclusion of the competitor concerned.

23 PASSAGE CONTROLS(PC)
23.1 Competitors will be required to stop and have the relevant time card stamped.  Every passage control will be clearly identified in the road books and will be confirmed at the daily briefing for the next leg.

23.2 Failure to visit any of the passage control will result in a 1 hour penalty for each missed control.

23.3 Competitors must pass between the control boards at the passage control.  Failure to do so will result in a 1 hour penalty.

23.4 Every passage control will record the time of passage of each competitor on the marshals check sheet and not on the competitor’s time card.  In the event of a Selective Section being shortened, the times recorded at the last passage control in the shortened version will determine the finish times of that section.
